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Information About Home School Program For Those Enrolling

Welcome to New Life Home School Program.  This note explains details about our program.  If you have any questions, please call us at 276-730-0706.  Our office hours are from 10:00 to 6:00 EST.

It is important that you come by the school to enroll your child if that is at all possible. This will enable us to: explain the program in person, answer any questions you have, set up your child’s courses, go over with your child what is expected as far as the work, and show you the books.  Also, we can give your child some books to do immediately upon registration if you come by the school to sign up.  If you live at too great of a distance to come,  this can be done by phone, but it is best to come in to enroll. 

To enroll in New Life, please print the forms from our website found at www.nlcm.net.  To find the applications, on the left scroll down to the link for the correspondence program. There will be two forms that you need to fill out, the Admission Form, and the Registration Form.  They are alike but you will need to complete both of them. Please fill these out and mail or fax them to the school.  There is a $50.00 registration fee.  This will be payable upon registration and each time the student enters a new grade.  The tuition for each month is $35.00.  This is payable at the first of each month.  Both the $50.00 registration fee and the first month’s tuition must be paid to enroll.  After we receive the registration fee, we will send you a Record Release form that you can sign and send to the public school your child is transferring from.  This form will release their records to us.  Upon transfer, you will need to be sure to turn in any books, and pay any fees due the public school.  

You will also need to sign up your child as a being a home school student with the county school board in the county where they would be attending school if in the public school.  You can call your school board in your county where you live and ask them to give you the forms that you need to be able to home school.  Please call us before you fill these out so we can help you give the correct information.  Also, it is very important that you send us a copy of that completed form. They will require your child to take a standardized test each year in the spring.  We can administer the test at New Life.  The cost for that test is $25.00.

When we receive your child’s records from the public school, we will call you to set up the classes that your child will need.  If they are in Elementary or Middle School those courses will be: English, Math, Science, Social Studies, and Bible.  If they are in High School, these will vary.  We have many of the same courses available that the public school offers except for the vocational type courses.  We go by the same requirements in high school that the public school system follows.  They will  be required to take Bible as well.

New Life can order books for you, but when we do it costs a great deal more than it does when you order the books directly through the company as we charge for shipping and handling both from the company and to you.  Most people order their own books directly through the company. The company is Alpha Omega, 800-523-0988. When you order books, do not give the name of the school as this only confuses them.  You will not be ordering as a student at New Life, but you will be ordering as a home school student.  Tell them that you are a home school student.  We recommend that you order 5 books each time that you order as that is the number of books required for students to do each month.  If you can order 10 the first time that you order, and then order 5 more when your child has completed 5, you will always have some books in reserve.  This helps because on occasion the company will place books on back order, or they will delay an order.  If you always have books on hand when you order, you won’t be stuck without books.  

Sometimes students will not write in their books, and they donate the books back to the school.  We have these available for half price.  Before you order books, check with the school to see if we have any of the books you need.  Also, we appreciate anyone who donates their books.

Students are required to turn in 5 books a month. This is required for students to be able to remain in New Life. If they do not do this, they will be returned to the public school they transferred from.  We send a grade sheet out each month in the bills.  These tell how many books have been completed for the month and the grades for each.  Also, it tells whether or not your child is caught up or behind.  These are mailed out the last week of the month.  For us to be able to receive books, and grade them in time to post them on the grade sheet, completed work needs to be mailed to us by the second week of the month.  Mail in only the books that are completed.   The school also issues report cards every nine weeks.

A Lifepac Test is stapled in the center of the books.  Students do not do these.  The school grades the last self test in the book for the final test. If students fail a test, the book will be sent back to them to retake the final test.  

Students need to keep a diary of the number of hours that they spend each day on their work.  Keep a calendar and mark on it the time spent in school each day and also record how many pages were completed each day.  Students need to do more than 15 pages a day to be able to complete all the books by the end of the school year. This journal is required by some counties to home school, and it will be a good self check to be sure you are consistent.
